
body will bring this result about. After 
all, you don't want to give the impression 
that you have studied "hula" dancing. 

We now come to the free leg, or un- 
employed, as you wish. It should be mod- 
erately extended, the knee slightly bent; 
don't treat it as if it were a mere append- 
age attached to your body, for it's much 
more than that. As you move it from a 
backward to a forward position, or vice 
versa, it should be moved with complete 
control, smoothly and easily, not as if it 
were something loose and unconnected like 
a length of twine. Well, we have finally 
arrived at the free foot, which should be 
carried in a downward and outward posi- 
tion. When you bring your free foot for- 
ward, as for instance at the finish of a 
forward outside circle, please don't cock 
your toe up to the sky. This may be all 
right on the football field when you are 
about to punt, but in skating, well, it's 
pretty awful. 

I seem to have forgotten two other ele- 
ments. First the hands; they should be 
carried naturally, the fingers neither 
clenched nor extended. Girls may slightly 
cock their wrists, but men never, otherwise 
instead of being male and virile they be- 
come effeminate which is most objection- 
able. The last part of your anatomy I wish 
to discuss is your posterior, derriere, or 
whatever you may call it. Please, let it be 
unobtrusive—keep it under you. Don't 
give the impression you are about to sit 
down, otherwise it becomes so very ob- 
vious. Well, I seem to have reached the 
"bottom" of this series, but just one more 
hint. When you pass your feet, keep them 
close as it looks much better. 

As a last word, I've tried to give you 
the theory and basic principles. The rest 
is up to you. Get out on the ice—prac- 
tice—just take part by part—don't hurry— 
always take it easy. A real foundation is 
everything. Do you remember reading 
about the house that was built on the 
sand? I see you do—you know what I 
mean. 

Good luck to all you new figure skaters. 
Your author hopes he has at least been of 
some slight help, and that you finally 
realize your ambition to be a figure skater.
